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On International MSMEs Day, it is tme to salute the
unwavering spint, adaptability, and determination of our
small businesses that continue to drive innovation and
growth. Indian small businesses are still halfway through
their digital journey compared to their counterparts in
other countries. While it is heartening to see that more
MSMEs are adopting digital channels, exploring online
platforms, and using technologies like artificial
intelligence and automation, the journey is still far from
complete.

It has been found that there is knowledge gap among
MSMEs regarding adopting technology, the biggest
hurdle 1s not the lack of access to technology. it is the lack
ol guidance, Many small business owners do not know
where to begin, how to automate or use digital tools. They
are legitimate. But thev are also slowing down the
progress. A digital push alone will not help, we need a
support system for MSMEs

that helps them demystify the process - a system that
guides, educates, and understands the challenges they
face. Along with that peer communities, digital advisory
forums, and localised traiming could make a world of
difference.

Another major challenge that continues to weigh heavily
on Indian MSMEs is access to finance, Though the
government has come up with different schemes and
directed banks to offer quicker loans to the MSMEs, many
still struggle to get imely and adequate funding. The nse
of fintech as an alternative to traditional banking has
brought some respite by simplifying the process, but I feel
there is still a long way to go. Without linancial abality, it is
indeed difficult for small businesses to invest or scale their
operations further.

India’s MSMEs can become digital powerhouses. The
ambition 1s there. The mntent s clear. But unless we invest
in awareness, trust, and handholding, many will remain
stuck in a halfway zone-digitally present but not digitally
empowered. The digial India story cannot be complete
until its smallest businesses are confidently and
meaningfully a part of it. I am hopetul things will improve
and they are improving gradually and with the right intent,
collaboration, and government support, we will overcome
these challenges in the days to come.

In the last two vears the stocks of defence sectors have
never trundled down the Indian browses despite
massive dips in the stock market movement. And the
game-changer was the introduction of Defence
Acquisition Procedure (DAP-2020) which has opened-
up the doors for private participation which hitherto,
was restricted or to say literally closed.

DAP-2020 allowed Indian domestic industry espe-
cially the MSME sector through Make mn India
initiative to participate in the manufacturing activities
as 1t laid down a strict order of preference for
procurements,

[ndia's push for self-reliance in defence manufacturing
under the ambit of Aimanirbhar Bharar has brought
Micro, Small, and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) into
the strategic spothight in this mission critical sector,
Traditionally seen as the backbone of India’s industrial
ecosystem, MSMEs are increasingly pivotal in shaping
a resilient and technologically competent defence
production base. With over 8,000+ MSMIs currently
engaged in the defence supply chain, their role spans
from component manufacturing to innovation in
emerging technologies.

MSMEs in the defence sector are primarily Tier [T and
Ther I vendors, supplying parts, sub-assemblies, tools,
jigs. fixtures, and systems to larger public and private

sector entities like HAL, BEL, BEML, L&T Defence,
and Tata Advanced Svstems and to the overscas
defence giants, MSMEs are also involved in co-
creation and co-development of defence products and
services involving large corporates and the three
Defence Forces.

Rajnath Singh in Defence Expo
Similarly, the provision to encourage FDI to establish
manufacturing hubs both for import substitution and
exports while protecting interests of Indian domestic
industry has also pushed the defence sector to be one of
the fastest growing segments in the country as several
blue-chip transnational companies have invested in this
sector,

In addition, what 1s equally important is the modernisa-
tion and indigenisation programmes undertaken by all
three services of one of the largest military forces in the
world supporting a sustained growth of this mission
critical segment of Indian economy. India 1s expecied
to spend $130 Bn on fleet modernization in the next 5-7
years.
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Defence exports have surged to a record high of Rs.
23,622 crore (approx. USH 2.76 Billion) in the
Financial Year (FY) 2024-25. A growth of Rs. 2,539
crore or 12.04 percent has been registered in the just-
concluded FY over the defence exports figures of FY
2023-24, which were Rs. 21,083 crore.

The Defence Public Sector Undertakings (DPSUs)
have shown a significant increase of 42.85 percent in
their exports in the FY 2024-25 reflecting the growing
acceptability of Indian products in the global market
and the ability of the Indian defence industry to be a part
of the global supply chain.

The private sector and DPSUs have contributed Rs.
15233 crore and Rs. 8,389 crore respectively in
defence exports 0f 2024-25, whereas the corresponding
figures for FY 2023-24 were Rs. 15,209 crore and Rs,
5,874 crore respectively.

Ministry of Defence has set a target of achieving a
mover of 526 Bn in defence Manufacturing by
2025, which includes $5 Bn exports, Till April 2023, a
total of 606 Industrial Licences have been issued to 369
companies operating in Defence Sector,

The constant increase in the defence budgets over the
years coupled with increasing governmental support
for indigenous defence manufacturing has also
propelled the growth of the Defence segment in the
country.

With 8.643 MSMEs currently working in the defence
sector, MoD is pushing for greater participation of
MSMEs. MoD has set a target to engage with over
16,000 MSMEs in the next 3 years and is continually
taking steps towards a mgher degree of indigemisation,

Innovation for Defence Excellence (iDeX), a platform
for funding MSMESs, start-ups, individual innovators
were launched in 2018, with an aim of creating an eco-
system for technological development and mnovation
in the defence sector. Recently, MoD has approved a
proposal for the inclusion of iDeX in the defence
procurement procedure which will give boost to
MSMEs, individual innovators and budding start-ups.
Through 1DeX, Defence India Startup Challenge
(DISC) was also launched in 2018 and through these
initiatives the government is aiming to fund 250
startups and achieve 50 tangible innovations in the next
S years.

Under the DPP 2020, the MoD has proposed revisions
to supplement the development of MSMEs and import
substitution. Under Make-I1I, MSMEs will have the
freedom to form Joint Ventures (IVs) with foreign
OEMs for components, equipment or platforms which

are not designed indigenously but manufactured n
India. The criteria 1s that the manufacturing be
undertaken through collaboration or ToT route with
mintmum indigenous content ot 60 percent.

Today, Indian MSMEs are capable of collaborating
with foreign OEMs to become a part of their global
supply chain. In addition, MSMEs are also exploring
opportunities with foreign companies as Indian Offset
Partners (10Ps) for discharging thewr offset obligations.
The capabilities broadly being offered by MSMEs as
part of the defence manufacturing sector include:
Composites, Forging and sheet metal work, Precision
manufacturing, and Shipbuilding segments.

Defence Sector-

India today is being recognised as the manufacturing
and supply chain hub for the world post-covid. This
growing manufacturing interest 15 fuelled by global



OEMs and their suppliers as they are now looking at
India as “vital junction™ for global supply chain for
Acrospace and Defence components and precision tool
parts.

The reason behind the growing hub for these supply-
chaimn 1s the existing technical know-how, talent pool
and low-cost yel top-end quality product offerings by

MSMEs (domestic) compantes. In addition, the
geographical positioning of India. enables global
OEMs and its suppliers to easily manufacture
indigenously and thereafter export.

Worth mentioning regardless of technological sectors,
India already has young-ready workforce to drive the
growth in the Defence market in India. The revolution
what India brought in the IT and Automobile Industries
i1s easily being replicated in acrospace and defence and
related components and services sector,

Many private companies have already made rapid
strides in developing India as a preferred destination for
aero structures, components, sub-assemblies and
complex system assemblies. Leading global OEMs
have already established JVs in India for the
manufacturing of defence related parts and assemblies
which hind their way mto many commercial and
defence amrcraft and helicopters.

[n this backdrop, India Aerospace and Defence Market
1s expected to reach USD 54.4 Billion by 2033, at a
CAGR of 6.99 percent during the forecast period 2024-
2033. The Aecrospace and Defence sector in India
involves building aircraft, ships, spacecraft. weapon
systems. and defence equipment. This is the fastest
growing segment in the Indian economy.

Further, an increase in the number of space programs
within the country is expected to drive market growth
significantly during the forecast period. For instance,

India has launched 424 foreign satellites in the last nine
years and noting that the space budget has more than
doubled.

Additionally, factors such as growing commer-
cialization i the aerospace and defence sector,
growing international collaborations, growing focus on
space exploration missions, expansion of defence and
acrospace services and development of advanced
technologies are expected to boost the production and
sale of defence equipment in India, thereby driving the
market growth.

The USP for this sector has been that several Indian
Defence equipment manufacturing companies have
proven themselves capable of providing first-time-
perfect-quality comparable to global standards.
Defence companies sell their products and supporting
services and sustainment programs (o governments and
private companies and other end user industries.
Government Support

To support the domestic defence industry the
government aims (o ¢nsure transparency,
predictability, and ease of doing business by creating a
robust eco-system and supportive government policies.
Towards this end the government has taken steps to
bring about de-licensing, de-regulation, export
promotion and foreign investment liberalization,

The Department of Military Affairs (DMA) has
promulgated four Posttive Indigenisation Lists
comprising 411 mulitary items. Additionally, to
promote export and liberalise foreign investments FDI
in Defence Sector has been enhanced up to 74 percent
through the Automatic Route and 100 percent by

Today about 12,000 MSME
startups currently support the

enabled services. However, we need to support them
for further enhancement of participation by doing
these things. These include: Training, Hand-holding
of these enterprises, Ease of testing, obtaining
certifications and facilitating the access to capital.

The government has also announced 2 dedicated
Defence Industrial Comdors in the States of Tamil
Nadu and Uttar Pradesh to act as clusters of defence
manufacturing that leverage existing infrastructure,
and human capital.

Further, to enable nnevation within Defence &
Aerospace eco-system there are supportive
government schemes such as 1IDEX (Innovations for
Defence Excellence) and DTIS (Defence Testing
Infrastructure Scheme).

An increase in the number of national security concerns
and border threats 1s also expected to drive the demand
for defence machinery, devices and equipment. This
has encouraged collaboration between the Indian
Government and the market players and have led to the
formation of several joint ventures to effectively serve
the requirements of the Indian Armed Forces.

In conclusion Indian MSMEs have the potential to be
the cornerstone of India's journey toward defence self-
rehance. Their agility, innovation potential and ability
to serve niche requirements align well with the
evolving demands of modern warfare and indigenous
capability development.

The only caveat i1s that, unlocking this potential
requires an enabling ecosystem that provides access to
finance, technology, nfrastructure, and markets. A
coordinated effort between the government, armed
forces, large defence integrators, and the MSME sector
will be critical to achieve India’s ambition of becoming
a global hub for defence manufacturing.

As both pillars-Government and Industry are
partnering with each other, there 1s no doubt this sunrise
sector will seamlessly cruise upwards n the near
future.

The third set of forces are stunning advances in
science and technology. from the digital revolution to
Al huge advances in biomedical and life sciences and a
very large tech component associated with the energy
transition towards sustainability. This book tries to help
people onent themselves in a world that scems to be
changing very quickly.

About the US - China trade war Michael said , It's
certainly not good for either. both are big economies-
25 years ago, China was a relatively lower income

nation, heavily dependent on foreign markets for
growth. Today, it has a large internal market, the United
States accounts for only about 13% of its exports and
the rest of the world remains quite open to China.
Mean- while, the US itself has relatively low trade
exposure. So, both are quite resilient with technological
advances, sizable internal markets and access to large
emerging economies. Their tardtt war will disrupt
global trade but 1 doubt 1t will derail either of these two.
About reshape of globalization Michael said It depends
on what happens in the US in this 90-day period - if the
US held onto higher tanfts on many countries in
addition to China, we would likely see the global
economy bemng recon- structed without including the
US there'd be relative 1solation of Washington while
everyone else would get on with business.
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Now, things depend on bilateral negotiations between
the US and other nations - what is clear 1s the Trump
administration has no interest in multilateral structure
from the World Trade Orgamzation to the Pans
Agreement. Any multilateral system now will be very
different from before the US won't be a sponsor. It will
fall to Europe. India and China to do this. We are
heading into a very different world from the post-
Wl era.

In the reply about the world faces unprecedented
climate change, it's now dealing with this trade war”

He said - Yes. It's not helpful, is 1t? The climate
challenge i1s major. We are making some 5 progresses
but more slowly than ideal in the energy transition and
achieving sustamnable growth. That should be on top of
the list of priorities for international cooperation. Trade
wars deliver shocks and leaders' effort to butfer their
nations from these may delay achieving clean growth.
This 1s an unfortunate development, The purpose of
tariffs, as per the Trump administration, 1s to provide
inclusive growth in the US by reshoring economic
activity. I think if they were doing that properly, they'd
have much more targeted tariffs. What 1s certain though
1s these tariffs are a setback for the sustainability
agenda.

In the reply about insights on China's progress in green
technology, Michael said- Through a combination of
public sector investment and private sector innovation,
China has achieved a leadership position in certain
green technologies, both in tech and cost.

Eastern Railway Showcases Y800 Crore MSME Potential at ‘Udyami Sammelan’
Union Railway Minister Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw Champions
MSME Integration into Railway Ecosystem

Eastern Railway took the spotlight at “Udyami
Sammelan: Knowledge Building Arena™, an event
organized by Laghu Udyog Bharati, West Bengal State
Unit in collaboration with the National Library of
India. Held at Bhasa Bhavan Auditorium, Kelkata, on
June 28, the event aimed to foster collaboration
between the Railways and India’s vibrant MSME
seCtor.

The Sammelan witnessed the esteemed presence of

Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw, Union Minister for Railways,
Information & Broadcasting and Electronics &

Addressing the gathering, Union Minister for
Railways Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw said that
development of the railway system 1s the primary
requirement for development of any economy. The
present government has merged the Raillway Budget
with General Budget for optimum allocation. The
allocation for Railways has also increased from Rs.
24000-25000 crores only during the previous regime to

In the last 1]
years, about 35000 km of new railway track have been
laid.

Titled * Atmanirbhar, Agrani. and Atulya Bharat 2047",
the May-2025 KPMG-CII highlighted the need to scale
up private sector participation, especially from
MSMEs and startups, which currently contribute 24 per
cent to defence production. The report recommended a
raft of reforms focused on making the defence sector
more MSME-[riendly. These include extending the 15
per cent concessional corporate tax rate for
manufacturers beyond March-2024, introducing
dedicated Production Linked Incentive (PLI) schemes
for defence MSMEs and classifving the defence sector
under priority sector lending to improve credit access.
The report also advocated for deeper integration of
MSMEs into defence supply chains by promoting local
sourcing of components, incentivising technology
transfers, and offering long-term procurement
visibility to small vendors,

Credit in India

Co-lending volumes in priority sectors, including
MSMEs. have skyrocketed over seven times, from Rs.
1,618.23 crore in March 2022 to Rs.11,497.14 crore in
March 2024. Unlike banks, which have a more
centralized and traditional lending approach, NBFCs
operate with deep regional expertise and a strong on-
ground presence. Their ability to assess borrowers
based on business potential rather than just credit
scores has made them the preferred lending partner for
millions of MSMEs, particularly in semi-urban and
rural areas.

NBFCs leverage real-time cash [low analysis, GST
data, transaction history, and even behavioural insights
lo assess creditworthiness. While banks rely heavily on
ngid documentation and CIBIL scores, NBFCs use
alternative credit assessment methods to ofter faster
approvals.

While co-lending has witnessed rapid growth, its long-
term success will depend on how well NBFCs continue
to drive financial inclusion.

DCGI to Relax Newly Introduced
Export Regulations

Pharma industry urges DCGI to ease new export
guidelines amid $3 billion export setback deu to US-
China Trade War.

The pharmaceutical industry s urging the Drug
Controller General of India (DCGI) to relax newly
introduced export regulations, which are reportedly
hampering up to $3 billion in immediate exports.
Sources tell that the new guidelines are creating
significant roadblocks for both existing and future
contracts, as pharmaceutical companies argue that they
complicate international trade.

The DCGI, however, stands by the regulations, saying
that they are designed to simplify processes and align
Indian export norms with the latest global standards.
The regulatory body also stresses that the new
guidelines aim to ensure domestic safety and uphold
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responsible export practices. pointing out that many
importing nations, such as Yemen, Ghana, and
Rwanda, lack the infrastructure to issue national
regulatory approvals prior to imports.

LUB asks Centre to Constitute Drug
Tribunal Board to Address Industry

Grievances- Ojha

The Laghu Udyog Bharau
has now reiterated its
demand to the union health
ministry that a Drug Tribunal
Board (DTB) under the
ministry is necessary for
addressing the grievances of
the pharmaceutical
manufacturers in the country.
“LUB had earlier made this
suggestion to the previous
health minister, Dr. Mansukh Mandavia who accepted
the proposal and took steps to realize it, but because of
Covid-19, the proposal had to be kept on hold™, said
Shri Ghanshyam Ohja, National President of the LUB.
Shri Ohja said that his association leaders called on the
former health mimster at lus office and shared the
proposal. In the same way. they are planning to visit the
present minister Dr. JP Nadda to reiterate their demand.
He said, a country like India with more than 10,000
pharma manufacturing units, 1t 1s necessary to have a
DTB for the protection of the pharmaceutical industry
and the manufacturers.

“The Drug Tribunal Board can consider several
grievances of the manufacturers, especially
prosecution matters related to various states and to the
CDSCO, for ensuring justice to the manufacturers on
departmental issues. The issues are mostly connected
with various storage place conditions and logistics. The
DTB will be arelief to entire manufacturers,” he said.

He said, i 2019, the then health minister had directed
the secretary of the Department of Pharmaceuticals to
take steps tor the formation of the board. LUB made the
proposal on the hines of similar boards constituted
under FSSAI, GST and Income Tax where the Tribunal
addresses many cases without going to judicial courts.
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[f'such a Tribunal comes under the CDSCO, majority of
the cases can be settled in the tribunal, and only serious
nature of offences can be taken up with the judicial
courts.

He said the Tribunal can handle the long pending cases
with the judicial courts to provide relief to the genuine
manufacturers. Whereas. cases concerned of spurious
drug 1ssues must be settled at the judicial courts,

Another demand LUB made before the Union
government is that the mandatory pre-export testing of
cough syrups should be revoked as it results in potential
delays and increased costs. The government had made
the pre-export testing for cough syrups mandatory after
the Gambia incident that took the lives of 70 children in
Gambia after consuming contaminated cough syrups
manufactured by an Indian manufacturer,

LUB says that this pre-export testing creates
difficulties for the manufacturers and exporters, so a
viable solution to the problem needs to be found out.
The present mandate of testing requires government
laboratory analysis and a certificate of analysis (CoA)
before the shipments. The association says that, afier
the Gambia incident, no such incident happened in any
part of the world, and all exporters are fully compliant
with the rules and they are prudent in export dealings.
However, this 1ssue of testing is a concern for the
pharmaceutical industry at present. According to them,
the testing procedure takes a minimum of 45 days and
the fee perbatch is Rs. 25.000.

Coimbatore Unit Discussed the

Core Issues

LUB’s Commbatore unit conducted a meeting ol core
committee on important issues on 25" June. The
committee discussed an important agenda including
Membership Target (1200), Office for Member
Support, Skill Development Centre, Cluster
Formation, Vendor Development Program. association
and representation with Govt.
