Schemes on the Anvil

Two developments since last few days give some hope to
salvage the heat of the current global tarift war. The first 1s
our government's decision to roll out new export promotion
schemes at this critical time when the exporters are under
mounting pressure from global trade uncertainties and the
second 1s Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal
upcoming visit to the US to negotiate with US Trade
Representative Jamieson Greer and US Commerce

Secretary Howard Lutnick.
We are already seeing signs of the looming threat of tariffs
from the Donald Trump administration which has begun to
severely impact our export sector. and we hope the
government's proactive approach will provide the much-
needed cushion for exporters. In February itself our
exporters have already taken a hit due to the threat of tariffs,
and the situation could worsen once the US starts imposing
reciprocal tariffs from April 2.

The new schemes will be finalized within a month and will
include adequate flexibilities to help exporters navigate
potential trade barriers imposed by the US. The schemes will
be part of the 22,250 crore Export Promotion Mission
announced in this year's budget.

[t 1s a well-thought-out move that reflects the government's
commitment to safeguarding India's trade interests. An inter-
ministerial panel comprising officials from the Ministry of
Commerce, Finance, and Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises (MSMEs) is already working on structuring
these support schemes.

Additionally, this comprehensive approach will give our
exporters a strategic edge in the global market. The pressure
on our exporters is undeniable, especially with the US and
the European Union adopting aggressive trade policies.

The government's swift may play a key role in preventing
further disruption and Piyush Goyal's US visit could not have
come at a better time. Considering this is Goyal's second visit
within a month, it underscores the urgency of resolving trade
tensions. We may be optimistic that the schemes which the
government is mulling will provide Indian exporters with the
financial and logistical support needed to navigate an
increasingly complex global trade environment. All the
while, my hopes are pinned on the Commerce and Industry
Minister's US visit to bring back some good news.

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PM Mudra Yojana HltS ?32 61 Lakh Cr in Loans
52 Crore Beneficiaries in 10 Years

Over 52 crore loans worth Rs 32.61 lakh crore have
been sanctioned under the PM Mudra Yojana as
the scheme completes 10 years of its launch on
April 8, 2015, according to official figures.

The scheme has helped to spread business growth
to small towns and villages, where first-time
entrepreneurs are taking charge of their destinies,
According to the "Outcomes of ModiNomics
2014-24 report by SKOCH, at least 5.14 crore
person-years of employment on average every
year have been generated since 2014, with the
PMMY itself adding 2.52 crore steady and
sustainable employment as an average per year
since 2014. One example of this transformation is
J&K; 1t has highly benefited under the MUDRA
scheme, which is evident from the fact that
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20,72.922 loans have been sanctioned there.

The scheme has led to the empowerment of
women, as nearly 70 per cent of Mudra loans have
been availed by women entrepreneurs, enhancing
their financial independence and contributing to
gender equality. In the last nine years (FY25 over
FY16), while per woman PMMY disbursement
amount increased by a compound annual growth
rate (CAGR) of 13 per cent to Rs. 62,679, the per
woman incremental deposits increased by a
CAGR of 14 per cent to Rs. 95,269, data compiled
by the Finance Ministry shows.

The IMF has lauded the PM Mudra Yojana, with a
report of the UN arm stating that the scheme,
which extends collateral-free loans with a special
focus on women's entrepreneurship, has helped
boost the number of women-owned MSMEs,
which now stand at more than 2.8 million. In 2024,
the IMF said that an enabling policy environment




for entrepreneurship through various programs,
such as the Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana, is
contributing to increased self-employment and
formalisation through credit.

According to an SBI report, in the past 10 years,
Mudra has helped open over 52 crore loan
accounts, reflecting a huge surge in
entrepreneurial activity. Kishor loans (Rs. 50,000-
Rs 5 lakh), which support growing businesses,
have surged from 5.9 per cent in FY'16 to 44.7 per
cent in FY25, demonstrating a natural progression
from micro to small enterprises. The Tarun
category (Rs. 5 lakh-Rs 10 lakh) is also gaining
traction, proving that Mudra is not just about
starting businesses but helping them scale up.

The SBI report highlights a significant rise in
credit flow to MSMES, fuelled by Mudra's impact.
MSME lending surged to Rs. 27.25 lakh crore in
FY24 from Rs. 8.51 lakh crore in FY14 and 1s
projected to cross Rs. 30 lakh crore in FY25.
MSME credit in FY24 makes up nearly 20 per cent
of total bank credit, up from 15.8 percent in FY 14,
showcasing its growing role in India's economy.
This credit expansion has allowed businesses in
smaller towns and villages to access financial
support that was once unavailable, strengthening
India's self-reliant economy and job creation at the
grassroots level, the report further states.

MSMEs to get 60 pc Credit Guarantee on
Loans up to Rs. 100 crore

The Mutual Credit Guarantee Scheme for
MSMESs has been launched for providing 60 per
cent guarantee coverage by the National Credit
Guarantee Trustee Company Limited (NCGTC)
to Member Lending Institutions for credit facility
up to Rs.100 crore sanctioned to eligible MSMEs
for purchase of equipment and machinery, the
Parliament was informed.

Minister of State for Finance Shri Pankaj
Chaudhary told the Rajya Sabha that in order to
be eligible for this scheme, MSMEs should have a
valid Udyam Registration Number and should
not be an NPA with any lender. Besides, the
minimum cost of equipment and machinery 1s 75
per cent of the project cost.

The scheme 1s being implemented by NCGTC, a
wholly owned company of the Department of
Financial Services, Ministry of Finance. The
member lending nstitution (MLI) will sanction
loans to eligible borrowers and then submit
details of the loan account on the portal of the
NCGTC along with payment of fees, whereupon
the MLI will get a confirmation of the loan being

guaranteed under the scheme, the minister said.

Scheduled Commercial Banks, All India
Financial Institutions, and Non-Banking Finance
Companies (NBFCs) will be the eligible MLIs
under the Scheme, subject to the execution of an
agreement by them with the NCGTC.
The minister also said that various measures
pertaining to direct taxes have been undertaken
recently by the government for reducing the
compliance burden for smaller businesses and
individual tax payers. These include provisions
for presumptive taxation for businesses,
provisions for tax audits for businesses, and
rationalisation of tax deducted at source (TDS)
rates under various provisions of the Income Tax
Act.
The new Income-tax Bill 2025 proposes to make
the direct tax provisions concise, lucid, easy to
read and understand. Redundant provisions have
been eliminated and the drafting style of the new
Bill is straightforward and clear for the ease of
doing business, he added.
